Después de leer atentamente los textos y las cuestiones siguientes, el alumno debera
escoger una de las dos opciones propuestas y responder en INGLES a las cuestiones
de la opcion elegida.

CALIFICACION: Las cuestiones 1%, 2* y 4* se valoraran sobre 2 puntos cada una,
la pregunta 3% sobre 1 punto y la pregunta 5% sobre 3 puntos. TIEMPO: 90 minutos.

Modelo

Parents Join Facebook to Spy

Parents admit using Facebook to spy on their children, according to a
survey. Logging in at least once a day on average, parents use the site to
find out where their children have been, check who they are friends with,
and get updates on their private life via their “relationship status”.

According to a survey of 1,000 parents of children aged 13 to 30, mothers
were the most guilty of Facebook spying. They were 14 per cent more
likely to be keeping tabs on their child’s profile than fathers. Clare, a
mother of three, said she used Facebook to “spy” on her daughter, adding:
“I sometimes get concerned when I see pictures of her out clubbing as I
know she’ll be drinking and worry about her safety”.

Overall, two in three parents admitted to using the site to spy on their
children, doing so for an average of 18 hours per week. One in six of those
who joined Facebook confessed that spying on their children had been
their sole motivation of doing so. Eleven per cent of respondents justified
their snooping by insisting it was the only way they had to find out if their
child had a partner. However, only two per cent said that they use the site
to keep an eye on their child’s spending.

The survey director said: “Naturally parents will worry about their child
and Facebook helps them keep track of what they are up to. Facebook
allows users to share everything, meaning parents can see who their kids
are hanging out with and what they’re spending their money on”.

PRUEBAS DE EVALUACION DE ACCESO A LA UNIVERSIDAD

CRITERIOS ESPECIFICOS DE CORRECCION, SOLUCIONES Y ORIENTACIONES

1. CRITERIOS ESPECIFICOS DE CORRECCION

El ejercicio incluira cinco preguntas, pudiendo obtenerse por la suma de todas ellas una
puntuacion maxima de 10 puntos. Junto a cada pregunta se especifica la puntuacién
maxima otorgada. La valoracién y los objetivos de cada una de estas preguntas son los
siguientes:

Pregunta 1: Hasta 2 puntos. Se trata de medir exclusivamente la comprension lectora. El
estudiante debera decidir si dos frases que se le presentan son verdaderas o falsas,
copiando a continuacién Unicamente el fragmento del texto que justifica su eleccién. Se
otorgara 1 punto por cada apartado. Se calificara con 0 puntos la opcidn elegida que no
vaya justificada.

Pregunta 2: Hasta 2 puntos. Se pretende comprobar dos destrezas: la comprension
lectora y la expresion escrita, mediante la formulacion de dos preguntas abiertas que el
estudiante debera contestar basandose en la informacién del texto, pero utilizando sus
propias palabras en la respuesta. Cada una de las preguntas valdra 1 punto, asignandose
0,5 puntos a la comprension de la pregunta y del texto, y 0,5 a la correccion gramatical y
ortografica de la respuesta.

Pregunta 3: Hasta 1 punto. Esta pregunta trata de medir el dominio del vocabulario en
el aspecto de la comprension. El estudiante demostrara esta capacidad localizando en el
parrafo que se le indica un sinénimo, adecuado al contexto, de cuatro palabras o
definiciones. Se adjudicara 0,25 por cada apartado.

Pregunta 4: Hasta 2 puntos. Con esta pregunta se pretende comprobar los
conocimientos gramaticales del estudiante, en sus aspectos morfoldgicos y/o
sintacticos. Se presentaran oraciones con huecos que el estudiante debera completar o
rellenar. También podran presentarse oraciones para ser transformadas u otro tipo de
item. Se adjudicara 0,25 a cada “hueco en blanco” y en el caso de las transformaciones o
items de otro tipo se concedera 0,5 con caracter unitario.

Pregunta 5: Hasta 3 puntos. Se trata de una redaccion, de 150 a 200 palabras, en la que
el estudiante podra demostrar su capacidad para expresarse libremente en inglés. Se
propondra una Unica opcién y se otorgaran 1,5 puntos por el buen dominio de la lengua
— |éxico, estructura sintactica, etc. —y 1,5 por la madurez en la expresién de las ideas —
organizacién, coherencia y creatividad. Para corregir esta redaccién se utilizara la
siguiente rubrica de evaluacién:

3. ORIENTACIONES PARA EL EJERCICIO DE LA ASIGNATURA DE INGLES
EN LAS PRUEBAS DE EVALUACION DE ACCESO A LA UNIVERSIDAD

Introduccion

Para la elaboracién del ejercicio de Inglés se han tenido en cuenta los contenidos, los
criterios de evaluacion y los estdandares de aprendizaje evaluables de la materia
presentes en el Real Decreto 1105/2014, de 26 de diciembre (BOE 3 de enero de 2015),
gue establece el curriculo basico del Bachillerato. Asimismo, este ejercicio de Inglés se
sustenta en lo establecido por la Orden ECD/42/2018, de 25 de enero (BOE 26 de enero
de 2018), por la que se determinan las caracteristicas, el disefio y el contenido de la
evaluacion de Bachillerato para el acceso a la universidad.

A pesar de que la legislacion vigente permite incluir en el ejercicio de la Primera Lengua
Extranjera contenidos relacionados con la comprensién y produccién de textos orales,
dada la provisionalidad con la que se ha disefiado este proceso de evaluacion, de la
relacion de estandares de aprendizaje evaluables que se recogen en la normativa arriba
mencionada, el ejercicio de Inglés en las pruebas de evaluacion de acceso a la
universidad se centrara tan solo en la evaluacion de las capacidades relacionadas con la
comprensidn y expresion escritas, asi como en el conocimiento de contenidos
sintacticos-discursivos de la lengua inglesa.

Descripcion del ejercicio

El ejercicio presentara dos opciones diferentes entre las que se debera elegir una. En
ambos casos, el estudiante habra de leer atentamente un texto en inglés, de alrededor
de 250 - 300 palabras, y responder por escrito, sin ayuda de diccionario ni de ningln
otro manual didactico, a cuestiones relacionadas con el texto propuesto. La dificultad
del texto estara controlada, a fin de permitir al estudiante que realice el ejercicio en el
tiempo previsto de 90 minutos. Junto a las preguntas de comprension, se incluirdn otras
relacionadas con aspectos linglisticos y de expresidn escrita.

Al comienzo del ejercicio se incluirdn unas instrucciones generales en espafiol. El resto
de la prueba estara totalmente redactada en inglés y el estudiante usard exclusivamente
la lengua inglesa en sus respuestas.
